Volunteers will receive training and equipment to assist them in data collection. However, most
volunteers will need their own boat.

There are a few opportunities for volunteers who do not have
access to a boat. Training will be offered this spring and monitoring will begin late spring/early
summer of 2011. Volunteers will be asked to monitor their lake(s) twice per month, weather
permitting, and will spend one day with Whitefish Lake Institute’s Environmental Scientist
collecting water chemistry data.
